Pre Twinkle Songs

1 – Feet go into playing position (a v shape with body balanced over both feet)

2 --  Left hand grabs violin on the under shoulder and pulls violin out into a “Statue of Liberty” .  (Violin held high with left hand at a 45 degree angle on the left side)

3 --  Turn violin upside down with a counter clockwise twist of the wrist. (Violin is still held high over head)

4 --  Turn head slightly left and look at the violin

5 --  violin is positioned on shoulder ready to play.  Check to make sure that the violin is balanced and as flat as possible.  Side of the chin should be resting on chin rest – the weight of the head balances the violin.  There should be no tension in the neck or head.
